Since the beginning of 2006, the pretty
village of Loughill has become home to the
first environmentally friendly community
facility in the West Limerick area thanks

to technical and financial support from
West Limerick Resources and also due to
the foresight and hard work of Loughill
Development Association.

Up until 2005, Loughill did not have a
community facility to meet the needs of
the local community. The Development
Association set about sourcing a site and
developing plans for a new community
facility. At the suggestion of West
Limerick Resources, the Development
Association were encouraged to investigate
the possibility of using renewable energy
technology in the new community centre.
After undertaking some research the
association opted to use a timber frame
structure along with geo-thermal heat
pumps. In its design and size the new
facility meets the needs of the community
and its population.

Since opening its doors, the new centre

which fits snugly within the village is used by

a variety of local groups and organisations
as well as for a variety of activities from set

dancing to card nights. Thanks to the work

of the local community, the facility is debt
free and its running costs are a fraction of
those of traditional community centres due
to the energy efficient technology utilised.

In 2006, Mick McMahon acquired part of the
former Kerry Foods site at Kantoher with
the intention of establishing a briquette and
pelleting plant under the name of McMahon
Eco Fuels Ltd.

The development of such a plant required

a substantial investment in plant and
equipment. Mick McMahon approached West
Limerick Resources with his business idea
and received grant aid towards the purchase
of specialized equipment. West Limerick
Resources saw the benefit of such a business
to the West Limerick area given the increased
awareness of and interest in the renewable
energy sector and its future potential. Added
to this was the fact that the business is
located in a rural area while also having good
employment potential.

The briquetting plant is now in place with
forestry thinnings and old wood pallets
providing the bulk of the raw materials
initially. It is planned to have a pelleting
plant in place before the end of 2007. At
present wood briquettes and pellets are
imported from Canada, Poland and Northern
Ireland. With the increased interest in wood
pellet boilers/stoves, particularly following
the announcement of the Greener Homes
Scheme by Sustainable Energy Ireland, a
guaranteed supply of pellets/briquettes is

required.

McMahon Eco Fuels Ltd in Southern Ireland to make Eco

Friendly Wood Fuels. Their first
product is the Eco Fire Log - a
wood briquette made of 100%
wood with no additives.

Cremin Farm Compost was established in
2004 by Maurice Cremin, a dairy and poultry
farmer from Broadford. Maurice recognized
the need to find a solution to the disposal
of his on-farm waste given the introduction
of the Phosphate and Nitrates Directives,
the rising cost of handling and transporting
chicken litter to off-site facilities as well

as the cost of chemical fertilizers. Coupled
with these Maurice also wanted to develop
an alternative but complementary farm
enterprise due to the changing nature of
mainstream farming.

Following much research, Maurice decided
to develop an on farm composting business.
Over the past 2 years and with the financial
support of West Limerick Resources, Maurice
developed a purpose built composting
facility. The composting process involves
taking poultry waste combining it with
woodchip which over a period of time

with the right temperatures degrades into
compost which can then be used as a soil
conditioner and fertilizer. From beginning
to end the composting process takes
approximately ten weeks.

In 2004, Joe Hogan attended the Royal
Show in Birmingham to see if there were
any agricultural/rural based businesses
being developed in the U.K. which he could
replicate on his farm. He came across
miscanthus and saw that it had significant
opportunities both from an economic and
environmental point of view and also as

a step away from primary agriculture. Joe
recognised the need to
research the economic
feasibility of growing
miscanthus and also its
potential uses. With a
feasibility study grant
from West Limerick
Resources, he engaged
the University of Limerick
to undertake the work.

The feasibility study indicated that
miscanthus had excellent potential as both
a dust free bedding product for the equine
and pet industries and as an energy crop.
Joe decided to take the next step and put
in place a dedusting and bagging plant for
processing miscanthus for the equine and
pet bedding market. Again, West Limerick
Resources became involved providing
business mentoring and capital support.
Today, just three years after Joe first saw the
potential of miscanthus, he has developed
a processing facility, successfully lobbied
the government to introduce an energy
crop establishment scheme for farmers and
has established a company JHM Crops Ltd
to promote the growth of miscanthus as

an energy crop on a commercial basis. To
date approximately 1,100 acres have been
planted for energy crops.
